I. Home Page

The home page will function as the start point for all traders, allowing them a quick view of their status, market news, upcoming auctions and messages. This page will offer flags and notices of information that is contained in detail pages (for example, a flag for new messages and a link to the message center.)

The home page contains perhaps the most complex conglomeration of information and care should be taken to minimize 'overload.'

1.0 Main Navigation
Area


The main navigation is the main navigation element for the entire website. It is kept very small and concise to maximize active space.

1.1 My Home
Link


My Home is the link that goes to the user home page. This is not a link to the top of the EGF domain.

1.2 Message Center
Link


Message Center is a link to the message center inteface (II)

1.2.1 Message Icon
Flag / Link


Message Icon is a flag and link to the message center (II). If a new message is available, the icon is visible. 

1.3 Portfolio
Link


Portfolio is a link to the current users Portfolio (Interface III) which contains their current holdings and the performance. 

1.3.1 Portfolio News Icon
Flag / Link


Portfolio News Icon is a flag that alerts the user to any action/news that may affect their current holdings.  Possible news includes interest from other buyers as well as news from the flagged corporations.

1.4  Trading
Link


Trading is a link to the extended Radar Screen, which lets users see at a glance any upcoming deals that match their preferences (Interface V).  - The home page has a truncated Radar Screen, this target page is the full version of that dashboard.

1.5 Market Research
Link


This is a link to the market research set of interfaces (VI).

1.6 Search
Form Area / Input 


Search allows users to search for text elements in EGF, corporate news, and public records. 1.6 is the search input field.

1.6.1 Search EGF
Submit Button


Search EGF takes the input from 1.6 and uses it to match data on EGF (current user portfolio, discussions, available records). Results are displayed in Search Results (Appendix A)

1.6.2 Search Corporate News
Submit Button


On press, the text input of 1.6 is used to match corporate news from all sources imported into EGF.  There is a User Preference dependency. Results are displayed in Search Results (Appendix A)

1.6.3 Search Public Records
Submit Button


Search Public Records takes the user input 1.6 and searches through public records for a match. Results are displayed in Search Results (Appendix A)

1.6 Community (obs.)

1.7 Help
Section


In order to provide a low learning curve, the help section will be available and contextual on every page. The 'training wheels' will be removable by the user, using the Help Preferences page

1.7.1 In Depth Help Link
Link


When in depth help is available for the current page, this link will appear. If no in depth help is available, this link will not appear.  

1.7.2 Contextual Help
Text


If short help is available for the current page AND the user has allowed for help, the text of the 'short help' is displayed in this area. 

1.7.3 Help Preferences
Link


In order to avoid 'overload' the website will provide a link to the help preferences interface, which will allow users to turn contextual help off or on. This link is visible at all times.

1.8 EGF Logo
Area / Image / Link


The EGF Logo will link to the EGF home page (top of domain).

1.8.1 My Home Link
Link


Conditional link that lets user go to self- home page. This link only appears on the top of domain IFF the user has a home page. Otherwise it will be a link to the registration screen(s).

1.9 Housekeeping
Area


This area takes in the necessary links for the management of the website that doe not necessarily pertain to any particular user. These standard links appear on all pages. 

1.9.1 Home
Link


The home link takes users to the top of the EGF domain.

1.9.2 Privacy Policy
Link


This link goes to the privacy policy (page uses page layout in Appendix B). Privacy Policy must appear on all pages.

1.9.3 About Us
Link


This link goes to the corporate pages . 

1.9.4 Contact Us
Link


This link goes to the contact page(s)



2.0 Market Performance
Area


This area is critical to the home page. It allows users 'at a glance' information on the current market condition. 

2.0.1 Last Update
Dynamic Text


This text is a time stamp that tells the user when the information in the Market Performance was last updated. The format is YY:MM:DD HH:MM AM/PM.

2.1 Treasury Rates
Area / Link


This area is a section that gives the current performance of the treasury rates. The text of the section title is also a link to the corporate news pages that concentrate on news pertaining to the treasury and rates. 

2.1.1 7 Year Notes
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (7 Year Notes), the current value of the specified rate, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.1.2 10 Year Notes
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (10 Year Notes), the current value of the specified rate, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.1.3 Prime Rate
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (Prime), the current value of the specified rate, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.1.4 LIBOR
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (LIBOR), the current value of the specified rate, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.2 Market Performance
Area / Link


Market Performance is an area that gives short information on the current performance of the stock market.  The title is a link to a preference screen that lets the user turn market reports on/off or to remove the Market Performance area enitrely. 

2.2.1 NASDAQ
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (NASDAQ), the current value of the specified market, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.2.2 S&P
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (S&P), the current value of the specified market, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 

2.2.3 DOW
Label / Dynamic Text / Icon 


This line consists of a label (DOW), the current value of the specified market, and an icon that indicates increase, decrease, or no change. 



3.0 Market News
Area / Text


The Market News section contains information from the wire services. The stories are in date order, newest first. 

3.0.1 Preference Link
Link




3.1 S&P
Dynamic Text Area


This area consists of title, a date and a short text version of any current news from S&P. 

3.2 Moody's
Dynamic Text Area


This area consists of title, a date and a short text version of any current news from Moodys. 

3.3 Fool
Dynamic Text Area


This area consists of title, a date and a short text version of any current news from Fool.com. 

3.4 Market Specific 
Dynamic Text Area


This area consists of title, a date and a short text version of any current news from Market Specific sources. This area is user defined in 3.5.1. 

3.5 Other News 
Dynamic Text Area


This area consists of title, a date and a short text version of any current news from services user defined in 3.5.1. 

3.5.1 News Preferences 
Link


This is a link to the preferences interface that lets the user define new news services, remove services and specify the length of text (total) from all services that is displayed on the home page. 



4.0 Radar Screen
Area / Link


The Radar Screen makes up the bulk of the home page, giving the user a quick view of the deals they are working on and the upcoming deals that match their preferences.  The title of the area (Radar Screen) is a conditional link. If there is more information in the user's radar than can fit on the current page, the upcoming deals section is truncated and the section title becomes a link. There is also a “more...” link at the bottom of the upcoming section. 

4.0.1 My Deals Link
Link


This link goes to an extended 'my current deals' page, if needed. If such an extended page is not needed, this link does not appear. 

4.1 Agreements in Progress
Area / Link


This section spells out the titles and specified information for each deal that the current user is involved in. If no such deals exist, this section exists, but the data is left blank. 

4.1.1 Action Required Flag
Flag / Icon


This flag appears if/when the user has received an incoming message or if any other element to their current deals needs the user's attention. If active, it links to the message section (where actions needed are highlighted).

4.1.2 Selling Instruments
Section / Link


This section displays the titles and data for the securities that the user is selling or considering selling. Securities are listed alphabetically. 

4.1.2.1 Instruments in Marketplace
Flag


This flag indicates instruments which are in the marketplace (for sale) and the current status of such (Available, Negotiations, Committed, In Trustee). Once an instrument is sold, it is removed from this list. 

4.1.2.2 Instruments Flagged as Marketable
Flag


Instruments are flagged based on user's preferences in order to notify them that such an instrument is no longer within their 'desirable' range. 
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
